Based on the recent registries and randomized controlled trials, current guidelines from US and EU stated that percutaneous coronary intervention (PCI) 
for left main (LM) stenosis is a class IIa or IIb indication for those patients having LM lesions with non-extensive coronary disease at a low stenting risk or 
those at a high surgical risk. For optimal procedure of PCI, the integrated approach using intravascular ultrasound (IVUS) and fractional flow reserve for 
LM and non-LM disease is very important. Because the diffuse nature of atherosclerosis involving the parent LM segment and both the flow dividers of 
left anterior descending artery and left circumflex artery, distal LM bifurcation could not be treated separately and is considered as a “single disease unite” 
if FFR values in the distal segment is lower than 0.8. In addition, the IVUS-guided PCI, compared with angiography-guided PCI, may allow optimal stent 
deployment including a larger acute lumen gain, adequate stent apposition, and full lesion coverage. In this session, distinguished lecturers will cover the 
issues of appropriate evaluation, optimal stenting technique and general outcome of PCI for LM and bifurcation coronary diseases.

Transcatheter aortic valve implantation (TAVI) was introduced in 2002 as a new option for the treatment of severe aortic stenosis in patients who are at 
high risk or for those unable to undergo surgery. It received CE Mark approval for European commercial sale in 2007, and was approved in Japan in 2013. 
It should be said that this is the first year of a new era with TAVI in Japan.
The name of this year's TAVI session will be the same as the objective for TAVI: "Be Practical". In order to perform procedures safely, we will begin with 
indications and review the procedure step by step while listening to the opinions of expert physicians.

Directional Coronary Atherectomy (DCA), because of its complex and time-consuming procedure, its inherent complication of coronary perforation, and 
inability to surpass outcomes of stenting, the device was discontinued in 2008.
However, data in Japan has shown that DCA was effective in a subset of bifurcation lesions, such as the distal left main coronary artery and left anterior 
descending or left circumflex ostial lesions. Many physicians have been looking forward to and now welcome the return of DCA. Therefore, we have 
developed an original DCA device, and have filed an application with Japanese MHLW, and we are currently waiting for authorization.

Based on the recent registries and randomized controlled trials, current guidelines from US and EU stated that percutaneous coronary intervention (PCI) 
for left main (LM) stenosis is a class IIa or IIb indication for those patients having LM lesions with non-extensive coronary disease at a low stenting risk or 
those at a high surgical risk. For optimal procedure of PCI, the integrated approach using intravascular ultrasound (IVUS) and fractional flow reserve for 
LM and non-LM disease is very important. Because the diffuse nature of atherosclerosis involving the parent LM segment and both the flow dividers of 
left anterior descending artery and left circumflex artery, distal LM bifurcation could not be treated separately and is considered as a “single disease unite” 
if FFR values in the distal segment is lower than 0.8. In addition, the IVUS-guided PCI, compared with angiography-guided PCI, may allow optimal stent 
deployment including a larger acute lumen gain, adequate stent apposition, and full lesion coverage. In this session, distinguished lecturers will cover the 
issues of appropriate evaluation, optimal stenting technique and general outcome of PCI for LM and bifurcation coronary diseases.
